St Josemaria Escriva wrote the following point about generosity: “There are 
many Christians who are persuaded that the Redemption will be completed 
in all environments of the world, and that there have to be some souls - they 
do not know which ones - who will contribute to carrying it out with Christ. 
But they see this in terms of centuries, many centuries. It would be an 
eternity, if it were to take place at the rate of their self-giving.” 
 
Changing the world we live in demands on our part prayer, mortification and 
time. Time spent with others! Be generous in giving other people our time. It 
is not our time but God’s and we have to ask ourselves how God wants us to 
spend the time he entrust us with. In the first place, with Him. Then in our 
duties. Our duties to our family and also to those souls around us. Time spent 
being a genuine friend – at the expense of our own whims and plans. At the 
expense of our own topics of conversation. Not to think of our own 
convenience and enjoyment first and then to tack on something mildly good 
for others – we all face the temptation to cut back on our self giving and 
become stingy. 
 
St John Paul II preached: “Since the Cross of Christ is the sign of love and 
salvation, we should not be surprised that all true love requires sacrifice. Do 
not be afraid, then, when love makes demands. Do not be afraid when love 
requires sacrifice.” 
 
The mortifications and sacrifices that Jesus asks of us include small things of 
comfort and of food, of getting up in the morning and of going to bed at 
night. But it also includes keeping our mind in check, trampling on our rash 
judgements and self-importance. These are the widow’s mites that seem 
small to others but which involve our whole self.
