Why celebrate the Epiphany? There are many incidents reported in the 
Gospels but we have yet to institute one after the man who carried a pitcher 
of water on his head. Why this one? Just as Jesus was revealed to the 
anawim, the poor of Israel who awaited him, so he is revealed to all peoples, 
Jesus is relevant to everyone. God has shown special favour to the Jews but 
in a way all cultures have been prepared by the Spirit for the coming of this 
Saviour.  
 
What is this star for us? It is God’s call to us which should be the reference 
point we live by. Think how wonderful this way is of loving Our Lord in the 
middle of the world, without the need for fanfare or wearing strange things. 
It is a decision of the heart. ‘Leaving home’ like Abraham or the Magi and 
setting out for a distant land is difficult. You can’t take that many 
possessions with you but there is a sense of purpose that fills all you do with 
peace and joy. When we are faithful to God’s call we fill those around us 
with hope, with the authenticity of our Christian lives. 
 
Even though we know these things, we have to continually renew our Yes to 
Our Lord. None of us live in a spiritual hothouse - ascetical struggle is a 
constant companion on the way, and that effort at examination and 
amendment ensures that there is never any routine in our journey to The 
Lord.  
 
The source of perpetual youth is to live with greater fidelity each day, to 
forever rediscover the wonder of our vocation – to start Mass with words 
from the Psalms in our hearts: I go to the altar of God, to God who gives joy 
to my youth.
