Do we follow God or the world? This has long been an issue in the Church. The idea of
accommodation by the Church to the world probably reached a highpoint in the 1 9 %.0Tée
theologians in vogue such as Karl Rahner, Marie-Dominique Chenu, Edwar Schillebeeckx and David
Tracy searched for ways to make the church more relevant to the world. In a more entertaining
fashion this trend is summarized in the following lines fromY e s P r i m e Britkh TViS&its
with an episode written in 1986 entitled T h e  B& s 6 @ fulniing up the situation. To set the
scene we have the Prime Minister Jim Hacker speaking with Sir Humphrey a civil servant about
Theology. Different candidates are being assessed regarding their suitability.
Prime Minister: What's a modernist in the Church of England?
Sir Humphrey: Ah, well, the word ''modernist" is code for non-believer.
PM: - You mean an atheist? —
SH: No, no. An atheist couldn't continue to draw his stipend, so when they stop believing in
God they call themselves modernistsé
As they continue going through candidates the Prime Minister begins to ask why God has been put to
the background
PM: Why?
SH: - The Church is trying to be more relevant.
PM: - To God?
SH: No, of course not. I meant relevant in sociological terms.
PM: So the ideal candidate in the Church's view is a cross between a socialite and a socialist?
SH: Precisely.
Other theologians inspired by among other texts today® Gospel ( For where your treasure is, there
will your heart be also.0 have said that rather than letting the surrounding culture lead us we should
lead the culture. Joseph Ratzinger writes the following
Anyone who renounces belief in Jesus Christ for the sake of a supposedly higher
value renounces the basis of human dignity. It is from this Christian humanism, from
the humanism of the Incarnation, that the uniqueness of Christian culture has
evolved. All its specific characteristics are fundamentally rooted in belief in the
Incarnation and disintegrate when this belief is lost.€
Ratzinger goes on to speak about the problem with following the world and why Christ is our
standard.
We in the West know from experience how worship of consumer goods can rob a
man of his dignity. He falls prey to egoism. But self-contempt is the almost inevitable
concomitant of contempt for others. If man has nothing higher to look forward to
than material things, the whole world becomes loathsome and empty to him. That is
why Christian culture prefers moral values to material ones. That is why reverence
for God is publicly endorsed in Christian culture.
The fact that Christian faith must lead and not follow the culture was endorsed by the International
Theological Commission in 1988 initspaperFai t h and dtRuagmphtiOuver@atd i o n
10. Therefore, because it transcends the entire natural and cultural order, the
Christian faith is, on the one hand, compatible with all cultures insofar as they
conform to right reason and good will, and, on the other hand, to an eminent degree,
a dynamizing factor of culture.
