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In November last year I wrote about the challenges and opportunities for us as Catholics
if we wish to stop the steady erosion of our faith and its influence on our society. These
challenges and opportunities are outlined in Sherry Weddell® book Forming Intentional
Disciples. In particular, Sherry Weddell spoke about the damaging impact of a
Gpiral of silenceOwhere people feel intimidated about practising their faith or expressing
an unpopular Christian belief because they do not want to feel isolated or be ridiculed or
bullied. She recommends creating a culture of discipleship as one of the most important

The way in which we join together in the Eucharist every time we go to Mass helps
create this culture of discipleship. Another way is through regular reading and reflection
on sacred scripture, especially when this is done as part of a group in union with the
tradition of the Church. Pope Francis has recently commented on the way in which
sacred scripture and the sacraments are inseparable:

Scripty
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Last year our parish held a Bible Study program focused on the Gospel of Matthew. This
took the form of a very inspiring video lecture on a particular section of Matthew®
Gospel, a brief period of prayer and reflection and then a discussion of some questions
and issues raised by the chapter we had been reading. The presenter, Jeff Cavins, had
been a Baptist minister prior to his conversion to the Catholic faith. He combined a
thorough knowledge of both the Old and New testaments with the insights he had gained
as part of his conversion and personal commitment.

As we listened to his reflections and discussed the set questions, I felt that we not only
grew in our understanding of Matthew® gospel but also in the way in which we were
able to learn from each other® experiences. Reading and reflecting on the Gospel
together helped us all, I believe, to understand how scripture as a whole is inspired-how
God is revealed to us through the events and sayings of both parts of the Bible. The
words of scripture also helped us to see how God has been present in our own lives.
